We witnessed the UAE tradition called Haq El Layla
last Thursday in Grades 1 &2 , May 19th - what is it
and what does it mean? On the eve of the 15th of the
month - Shaaban - our children dress up in traditional
Emirati dress made especially for the occasion.

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School Safety

We have installed 17 CCTV cameras in our
building and we hired 5 security staff, with a
dedicated member to monitor the cameras. Also,
we have signed up with Emirates Transport bus
service company that will have proper
supervision and monitoring. In addition, our
Health & Safety Certification Training was
completed by our staff members. Our ‘Fire
Wardens’ Training Course is critical in ensuring
the safe evacuation of our staff and students in
the event of fire. Earlier this month, our team
were trained on not only how to keep calm in an
emergency, but also to work effectively under
pressure.

NEW Buses:

The buses provided shall be equipped with 7 CCTV
Cameras which shall be recording whenever the
engine is switched on

1. 4 Cameras on the outside of the bus,
recording whenever the engine is switched
on.

2. 3 Cameras on the inside, one of them focused
on the driver and other 2 cameras having
whole view inside the bus.

The buses speed is locked at 80 km /hour.

The buses shall be having 3 emergency exits in case
of any unforeseen events.

The engine is having an specialized coating for
reducing the fire (in case)

The material used for the floor, and seats of the buses
does not catch fire.

GPS System:
The principal of the school shall be able to see the

exact locations of all the buses on google maps.

RFID System:
Each student shall be given an RFID Card, which they

will swipe while getting on and off the bus. While
swapping this card through the card reader (inside
the bus), an SMS shall be sent to the parent when the
child has boarded the bus, and when the child gets
out of the bus (Morning and afternoon).
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Drive rs:

The drivers provide for the school shall be given
orientation and training before the start of the
school, and for the continuous improvement, these
drivers are trained every now and then in the
stations.

These drivers are trained for control and accidental
situations, through videos and through lectures from
Police representative.
